CALCULATORS:
· It is required that you have your own graphing calculator (TI-83+ or TI-84+) No TI-89’s and no TI-Inspire with the CAS System.
· You will use only my graphing calculators on tests and quizzes

· You must justify all work done on the calculator in writing.  Answers only will not be accepted.

CLASSWORK/HOMEWORK PROCEDURE:

1.  This class will be taught as a “flipped classroom”.  Students will be required to watch the    

     lesson video and take notes on the given notes packet BEFORE they come to class, as their 

     at home assignment.  This is required and imperative to their success in this class.  In 

     class, students will work on a homework assignment so they can ask questions as needed.
     Students must use their time wisely in class to make sure they finish the homework in class.
2.  Will be on a daily basis.

3.  Must have a heading and assignment information.

4.  Must be legible, neat, and done in pencil—No ink!
5.  Copy the original problem and show all steps.   NO WORK= NO CREDIT!
6.  Skip lines between problems and work “down”, not “across”.  
7.  Late work will not be accepted.

QUIZZES AND TESTS:

· Be prepared for frequent quizzes on any day—notice will not be given.
· Three major tests will be given each 6 weeks, and will include one Take Home Test. Tests are announced in advance and are posted on calendar on my website.
· Each in-class test counts twice; one test grade will be dropped each 6 weeks.  
· The Take Home Test counts once and WILL NOT be dropped.
· Take Home Test must be turned in by day it is due, even if student is absent that day (No Exceptions)
MAKEUP WORK:

· Missed assignments will be on the calendar given out and posted on CANVAS.
      Obtaining, completing, and turning in makeup work is your 

      responsibility.  I will not ask for it!!!  Come in for tutoring if you need help.  

· You will have one day for each excused day missed to make up work.  Makeup work turned in after the proper number of days will not be accepted.

· Students who are absent on the day of a test will be required to take the test the day they return to class.  If more than one class period is missed, the makeup test must be scheduled the day the student returns.
